Beginning April 15, 2021 DRD is once again offering indoor programs & classes

priority, they are balancing these health concerns with recognizing that physical exercise and social interaction
are also important aspects of the daily lives of Coachella Valley residents. DRD offered additional FIND Food
Bank distributions, adding to both the locations and frequency of this essential service at a time when many
had lost their jobs or had reduced income, as well as having offered COVID-19 testing sites and PPE giveaways
to those with special needs during the past year.
